Foundational Scripture:  
Eph 3:17  That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted 
and grounded in love,  
Eph 3:18  May be able to comprehend with all saints what [is] the breadth, and 
length, and depth, and height;  
Eph 3:19  And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye 
might be filled with all the fulness of God.  
 
A. You are made in the image of God. 

1 Thes 5:23  You are a spirit, you have a soul and you live in a body. 
The Trinity is the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 
We serve one God, Who is a Trinity; all the Godhead is in Christ (Col 2:9). 
The separation below is only for teaching and for the setting of goals. 
 
The Father lives in you, the spirit man. 
1Co 3:16  Know ye not that you are the temple of God, and [that] the Spirit of 
God dwelleth in you?  
 
The Son, Christ, lives in your heart. 
Your heart controls the soul through the spoken word. 
Eph 3:17  That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted 
and grounded in love, 
  
The Holy Spirit lives in your body (and on your body) 
1Co 6:19  What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost 
[which is] in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?  
1Co 6:20  For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, 
and in your spirit, which are God's.  

 
B. You are a Holy Temple. 

1 Pet 1:15 Be holy for God is holy. 
1Co 3:17  If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the 
temple of God is holy, which [temple] ye are.  
1Co 5:5  To deliver such an one unto Satan for the destruction of the flesh, 
that the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.  
 
Your spirit is perfect. 
Let Christ dwell in your heart by letting only love and the WOG into it. 
As your part of your Blood Covenant of the New Testament, present your 
body as a living sacrifice holy and acceptable to God. (Rom 12:1). 
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
