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Five Verses Guaranteeing Success 
Part 2      Prayer of Agreement 
 

A. Overview 
1. The Five Verses are Mark 11:22-26 and are taught at five levels. 

a) Prayer of Faith   b)  Payer of Agreement 
c) Prayer of Authority   d)  Prayer of Creation 
e) Prayer of Dominion. 

 
B. Prayer of Agreement 

1. Again I say unto you, That if two of you shall agree on earth as touching  Matt 18:19  
anything that they shall ask, it shall be done for them of my Father which  
is in heaven.  

2. The LORD said, Behold, the people is one, and they have all one language;  Gen 11:6   
and this they begin to do: and now nothing will be restrained from them, which  
they have imagined to do.  

 
C. Five Verses in the context of Agreement 

1. Mark 11:22 Trust God. 
a) A major component of Faith is trust. Trust leads to agreement.  Gen 5:24 
b) Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own  Pro 3:5,6 

understanding. In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.  
 

2. Mark 11:23 Do not doubt in your heart. 
a) This is a Spiritual Law.  
b) If you partner with the Word of God, you can move mountains  

(e.g., one-eyed shoemaker). 
c) Jesus uses this spiritual law with His authority to create a new law,  

called the Prayer of Faith. 
 
3. Mark 11:24 Agree with Jesus. 

a) “Therefore I say unto you” – Jesus is speaking Mk 11:24 into existence. 
b) It is His faith which provides the spiritual power of Mk 11:24. 
c) He says when you speak to a mountain in prayer, He is in agreement with you. 
d) Because He is in agreement with you, you will have what you pray as long  

as you don’t doubt in your heart. 
e) You do not doubt in your heart when you believe that you receive when  

you pray. 
f) If you believe in your heart, then you will speak and act, as best as you can,  

in agreement with that belief that you have already received. 
 

4. Mark 11:25-26 Partner with God in forgiving. 
a) When you forgive others, God can partner with you by forgiving you. Matt 7:1-2 
b) If you do not forgive, God allows you to be turned over to the tormentors. Matt 18:21-25 
c) Give forgiveness and you receive forgiveness.    Luke 6:38 
d) When you and God are in agreement on forgiveness, then God’s grace  Ps 66:18 

and power are available to you. 
 

D. Summary 
1. Partner with God by abiding in Him and letting His Word abide in you. John 15:7 

Then you will walk in agreement and whatsoever you pray will be manifested.
